#19 below:
19. Enrollment and Scheduling (Indicate the frequency with which the course will be offered (e.g., Fall, Spring, SU1, SU2, every semester, every year, every other year) and the maximum number of students recommended per section.) Class size should be based on student needs and best pedagogical practice. Criteria for class size include (but are not limited to):
· Course level (e.g. elementary, intermediate, advanced, 100-level, 300-level, etc.);
· Course component (lecture, seminar, lab, internship, studio, performance, etc.);
· Course pedagogy and student learning outcomes;
· Physical space, equipment, and technology requirements and availability;
· Accreditation and certification parameters;
· Recommendations of national academic associations; 

· Safety requirements (e.g. fire and HAZMAT regulations);
· Union contracts and labor management agreements; 

· Budget.
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
