MANAGER PROGRAM

This course is specifically designed to train individuals
to become eligible to work in the capacity of a Fire
Safety Manager in the City of Jersey City. According to
Jersey City’s ordinance # 01-088, it is required that one
employee shall be designated as “Fire Safety Manager,”
and that one or more employees be designated as
“Deputy Fire Safety Manager” for all high-rise buildings.

To be eligible to work as a Fire Safety Manager in the City
of Jersey City, individuals must complete an approved
program and subsequently earn a passing grade on the

Jersey City Fire Safety Manager Certification Examination.
