· English majors in all concentrations must complete ENGL 213 (Introduction to the Study of Literature) within the first nine credits in the major, and must enroll in ENGL 412 (Capstone Seminar) in their final year of classes.
· All students must take a total of 42 credits (14 courses). 
· Creative Writing concentration students should take ENGL 199 Creative Writing as part of their General Education program.
· The requirement for admission to the English major is a cumulative grade point average of 2.0 in AUR and general studies courses.
· Only courses in which a grade of C or higher is earned will be applied to the major.  
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
