Each semester, based on its content and critical methodology, an individual section of a course may satisfy a restricted elective requirement that the course does not always fulfil.  Below is a list of all such Spring ’16 sections; an X below indicates that a course will satisfy the corresponding requirement.  Courses that always satisfy restricted elective requirements may not appear, here, as they are listed on the back side of the concentration sheets.  All English courses (200 level and above) may also be taken for major elective credit.  
Courses in World or International Literature will explore literary works in the context of their national literary tradition or within a comparative international context and at least half of the content of such courses will consist of texts written outside of England or America/the United States. 
Courses in the Literature of Race, Gender, and Sexuality will explore literary works in the context of issues of race, gender, and sexuality, and will take these issues as an object of analysis, and at least half of the content of such courses will consist of texts written by women, writers of color, and/or lesbian, gay, or transgender writers.
